Five copies of the completed application must be submitted to the Harward Center, 161- 163 
Wood St., by 4:30 p.m., March 15, 2007.  (Late applications will be accepted only if funds are available.) 
Fellowship recipients must submit a brief report halfway through the summer, and a final report on their 
summer work to the Center by September 1, 2007.  The site director must also agree to submit a brief report on 
the project by September 1, 2007.  Summer community work-study recipients must also prepare a presentation 
to share with the College community during the ensuing year.
