The intern (s) will be responsible for assisting in the planning and implementation of BRANCHES, Tree Street Youth’s College Panning and Career Exploration Program.  

This program operates with the goal of increasing the overall graduation, college acceptance, and college retention rates of at-risk, first-generation students in Lewiston-Auburn. BRANCHES works with middle and high school students and their parents to build college and career goals early therefore better predicting future success in reaching these goals. BRANCHES concludes with college application and financial aid support that helps students navigate the complex college process start to finish. BRANCHES classes include: College Prep, Early College

Exploration, Get Involved!, and Parent College Knowledge.
The intern will be responsible for mentoring high school seniors as they complete the college process, assisting in planning college visit and community service field trips, and supporting a college-going environment at Tree Street.   The intern must be available to work on site at Tree Street at least two days.  Schedules will be coordinated with Tree Street Youth staff.
