e If you wish to audio record a class,
you must speak with your professor
first and also complete a student
agreement form in the OAESS.

e OAESS has a limited number of
LiveScribe recording pens, which may
be borrowed if one is currently
available.

OAESS may be able to
proctor exams for students
who need to schedule a
make-up exam due to an
injury or illness. With
instructor permission, it may
also be possible for OAESS to
proctor exams for students
who need to you assistive
technology for an exam due
to an injury or illness.

Students who are eligible to schedule
a make-up exam should submit a
make-up exam request two business
days in advance. If you are unable to
provide sufficient notice we will
make every effort to accommodate
you, but cannot guarantee it. Please
give as much notice as possible.
Please note that OAESS does not
negotiate with professors regarding
assignment due dates. You will need
to speak with each professor directly
to determine whether such
adjustments can be made.
