The Harward Summer Civic Fellowship provides $4000 for eight weeks of full-time work with a non-profit organization.
HOW THE PROGRAM WORKS

Students interested in applying for this fellowship are encouraged to meet with Peggy Rotundo at the Harward Center to discuss possibilities for projects in the local community and the application process.  The student contacts a non-profit or governmental community organization and proposes a service project based on the needs of the agency or organization.  Working with a supervisor from the project site, the student designs a project, outlines job responsibilities, and identifies some of the social issues that the work will address.  The student secures a commitment from the project site to host and supervise the project, and the student and supervisor agree on the goals of the project for both the student and the agency.  Once a project has been designed, the student may then apply for a Harward Summer Civic Fellowship through the Harward Center for Community Partnerships at Bates College.  These grants are competitive.  The following are the criteria used by the selection committee in choosing Harward Summer Civic Fellows:

· High-quality essay

· Strong recommendation letters

· A project that promises to contribute to academic or future career goals
· A project that offers a high degree of community impact

· A project that offers a unique opportunity 

Project proposals that focus on needs in Maine, particularly in the Lewiston-Auburn area, are given preference.

COMPENSATION

Students will earn $4000 for a minimum of eight weeks (300 hours) of substantive full-time work in the summer.  Students will be required to 

· submit a mid-summer and final report

· present on the experience during the fall semester

Applicants must submit a strong letter of support from the agency supervisor.  The letter must:

· describe the position the student will fill

· describe the responsibilities the student will be given and the level of supervision provided by the agency

· summarize the unique need that will be met by the student
Students are responsible for submitting a complete application package with one additional copy.
