Application Review begins: MARCH 16, 2020
Work-study funds are available for local summer projects that are academically-related and community-engaged. Students can design projects in non-profit agencies or apply for jobs already listed for local organizations. Students must qualify for federal work-study funds in both the 2019-2020 and the 2020-2021 fiscal years.  Other criteria used by the selection committee include:
· High-quality essay
· Strong recommendation letters

· A project that promises to contribute to academic or future career goals
· A project that offers a high degree of community impact

· A project that offers a unique opportunity 

Students are paid hourly and can earn up to $4000 for the summer.  (Please note that this compensation is taxable.)  Host agencies must agree to reimburse Bates College for 25% of the student’s total earnings. Applicants must also submit a strong letter of support from the agency supervisor.  The letter must:

· indicate that the agency has 501(c)3 status and agrees to reimburse Bates College for 25% of the candidate’s summer earnings

· describe the position the student will fill

· describe the responsibilities the student will be given and the level of supervision provided by the agency

· summarize the unique need that will be met by the student

Students are responsible for submitting a complete application package with one additional copy.
